At the end of June, Speakability was involved in the very first UK Stroke Assembly which took place 
at the Birmingham Hilton hotel over two days.  A number of Group Members contacted us for a 
bursary place and I know that they enjoyed the sessions and contributed well to the various 
discussions, especially those about changes to disability benefits, getting back to work, and the use of 
IT in supporting people with Aphasia.  A full report on the Assembly will be available via the Website 
shortly.  There is huge enthusiasm for a second event next year and I very much hope that more 
Speakability Group Members will want to be involved – it is an important opportunity to have your 
voice heard and by working together with other national stroke and Aphasia charities, we are more 
likely to create positive change on the issues that matter to you.
